	1.  VILLAGE LIFE
	Blisworth is a very active village with good interaction between different groups.
The Community Directory is dated 2014 and a more up to date edition is in hand.
	

	2.  COMMUNITY FACILITIES
	There are good facilities: the village hall, the coffee house, the scout hut, the playing fields, allotments, MUGA, teenagers’ pod,  etc. The Church and the chapel play important roles in the community. Of course the canal is a great asset and provides a focus for various events. Interpretation boards are well designed and appropriately located.
However’ the footballers’ hut needs to be replaced, and this is in hand.

Work will also need to be set in hand later in 2017 in order to develop a Neighbourhood Plan
	

	3.  BUSINESS
	The shop plays a key role in the life of the community. Other businesses offer support eg by sponsorship.
It was unclear of the contribution made by local landowners to community life.
	

	4.  YOUNG PEOPLE


	The cubs and scouts are very active and well supported . They undertake projects for the community as opportunities arise. The school attracts children from around the area.
The Art group has started an evening session to allow young (and working) people who are busy in the day-time, to come along, which shows how groups are seeking to become more inclusive.

It was a pity that we did not have the opportunity to see the school.
	

	5.  OLDER PEOPLE


	There are many examples of older residents being enabled to demonstrate their creative and artistic skills.
The school hosts the Seniors’ Lunch, which is very good practice.
The village is considering the ‘Happy at Home’ scheme promoted by ACRE and this would be good for the more vulnerable
	

	6.  ENVIRONMENT AND SUSTAINABILITY


	Putting the playing fields into Field of Trust status was a good idea.
It was good to see the dog waste bins, and the work done - and to be done - on the unadopted roads and pavements.
The Parish Council intends to achieve a litter-free environment and this is commendable.

The Old Cemetery is clearly a haven for wildlife, and has accordingly received a Silver Award.
Pleasant walks are to be had, next to the canal, where there are many places to sit and relax.
	

	7.  IT


	Google returns top address as No1 hit.  Nice layout, good and relevant graphics, good presentation. A lively and well maintained site, it does require scrolling as the images are rather large.
Some areas of the village have very slow broadband speeds, which is a shame as much news of village life is 

disseminated by the internet, so we were pleased that this is being addressed. A lot of information about the village is on the internet, although not necessarily all in one place.
	

	8.  YOUR VILLAGE


	The ‘Progress Group’ is an excellent idea, which does a lot of very good work on behalf of the Parish Council and the village generally. There is much to enjoy as a resident in the village  although ‘Rail Central’ threatens the setting of the village in the wider environment, and may also affect the daily life of residents.
There are many examples of the way that residents work together, and the Tapestry in the Coffee House exemplifies how many different people contribute to the same project.
